� Only God could make such an offer

� Would Jesus have been fooled by this imposter

� Was Jesus gullible

�Used in the sense we saw Jesus being 

tempted by the devil

� The ungodly desires of the human mind

�Heb 2:14

� Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of 

flesh and blood, he himself likewise shared in the 
same, 

� Jesus was born flesh & blood as we are

� Jesus was born with that sinful nature we all inherited

� Jesus had the same dying nature we inherited

� Jesus was prone to sin – but never did sin

� that through death he might destroy him who 

had the power of death, that is the devil

� The wages of sin is death (Rom 6:23)

� … Sin dwells in me 

� For I know that in me (that is in my flesh) 
nothing good dwells

� James 1:14-15

� Each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his 

own desires and enticed.  Then, when desire has 
conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin when it is 

full grown, brings forth death.

�Mark 7:15 & 21-23

� There is nothing that enters a man from outside 

which can defile him, but the things that come out 
of him, those are the things that defile a man.

� For from within, out of the heart of men proceed 

evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications, murders, 

theft …  All these evil things come from within and 

defile a man

� In 1 Sam 29 the Philistines ask Achish to send 

David away lest he become their adversary  

(satan) in battle

� In Numbers 22, the angel of the Lord blocked 

the path of Balaam and his donkey.  It says 

the angel was an adversary (satan) against 

him
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�1 Chron 21:1

� Now Satan stood up against Israel and moved David 

to number Israel
